Maths and English

Home Learning

At Trinity Academy Leeds, home learning is set daily and termly.

«  Recall: all students will be given a Recall Folder which will
contain the term’s Knowledge Organisers in every subject,
numbered by page and sections. Every morning during
Recall students will be set part of their Recall Folder to learn,
a different subject every day.
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Shine projects

In addition to their standard daily home learning, students
complete two independent Shine Projects. Projects are assessed
through a student exhibition at the end of each term. Students
will complete six Shine Projects over Key Stage 3 that will be
linked to the novel that they are reading in Drop Everything
and Read (DEAR) sessions.

British Values and Prevent
We are committed to ensuring that students are prepared for life in
modern Britain and we take our duties to guard young people against
extremism very seriously. Students will follow a comprehensive
programme that helps them to understand important topics such

as democracy. Through a comprehensive schedule of assemblies,
students will learn about life in modern democratic Britain, about
how rules and laws benefit society, and the advantages and
challenges brought about by multiculturalism in modern Britain.
